Held aboard HMS Warrior in Portsmouth’s
Historic Dockyard, the three day event saw over
1,000 children from primary schools across the area
attend workshops run by representatives from the
region’s most prestigious businesses, local authority
and educational organisations.

Organised in association with the Royal Society of

Europe and organisations such as the Royal
Navy, Portsmouth Hospitals NHS Trust and
Portsmouth City Council.
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As many of you are aware, in March, the government decided to withdraw its central funding stream for work
experience and work related learning with immediate effect, leaving EBPs without their core funding to support
schools. Despite the recent difficulties, | am pleased to let you know that following some radical restructuring
and reduction of our infrastructure costs we are in a position to continue to offer a full service to schools and
believe that we have a strong future ahead.

Most secondary schools have now signed up to a Service Level Agreement with us, we have a new Primary
School offer and are also developing our offer for colleges and others.

Sadly we have had to make seven redundancies which has been very tough, particularly in such a small, close
knit organisation. We value our staff highly and it is very sad to see some of them go. We have, however, been
able to save the jobs of over two thirds of our 23 staff.

I would like to extend my thanks to all of you who have continued to offer your support,

and made a commitment to continuing to work with us and

My work placement was in Port Solent as a Marina Assistant and | really enjoyed it.. | applied for lots
of placements online but kept being turned down as other people got there quicker. | was eventually
accepted onto this placement.
